Grammar Terms
· Adjective-a word that modifies (describes) a noun or pronoun.  Ex.  remarkable girl

· Adverb-a word that modifies a verb, adjective, or another adverb; common ending is “ly”   Ex. quickly ran, very happy, quite slowly

· Alphabetize-written in alphabetical order.  Ex.  Baby, car, dog, elephant….

· Clause – A group of words that contains a subject and a verb

· Citation-reference to the author of the material you are using

· Colon-Use a colon to introduce a list of items, after the formal greeting in a business letter, between hours and minutes in expression of time, and in a title that has specific information about the book.  Ex.  Kennedy:  His Later Years
· Combining sentences-write the most effective sentence to express a thought.  This prevents wordiness.

· Comma splice-using a comma incorrectly to join two sentences.  Ex.  Mary walked home, she missed her ride.  (There should be a semicolon or a comma with a conjunction between the two sentences.)
· Comparison with Adjectives and Adverbs-

Comparative-comparing two things  using “-er” or “more” or “less.”)  Ex. He is older than his sister.
Superlative-comparing more than two things use “-est” and “most” or “least.”)      Ex.  She is the oldest girl in the class.
· Complex sentence-contains one independent clause and one or more dependent clauses.  Ex.  Mr. Hernandez, who is a professional storyteller, performs at many different festivals.
· Compound sentence-contains two or more independent clauses connected by a comma and a conjunction or a semicolon.  Ex.  Mary went to the story, and she bought all the party favors.
· Compound/complex sentence-contains more than one independent clause and at least one dependent clause.  Ex. Amy unhooked the salmon from the line, and she threw it back into the stream, although it didn’t survive.
· Conjunction-a word used to join works or groups of words. (and, or but, nor, so yet, or)

· Correlative conjunctions-pairs of words that connect words used in the same way.

(both…and     either…or     not only…but  also    neither…nor     whether…or)

· Dependent clause-clause that does not expresses a complete thought and cannot stand alone as a sentence.  Ex. Before she went to bed.
· Direct object-a word or group of words that name the receiver of the action.  Ex.  New Yorkers take the subway.  (Subway is the direct object)

· Homonyms-words that are spelled the same but are pronounced differently

Ex.  Tear-when you cry    tear-when something rips

· Homophones- words that sound the same but have different meanings and spellings.  Ex.  whether and weather

· Independent clause-clause that expresses a complete thought and can stand alone as a sentence.  Ex.  Kate noted the day’s events in her journal.
· Indirect object-a word or group of words that tell “For whom am I doing this wonderful thing.”  It is located between the action verb and the direct object.  Ex.  Harriet gave her mother a bracelet for her birthday  (mother is the indirect object).
· Infinitive-a verb form that usually begins with the word “to” and is followed by a verb.  Ex.  California is the place to visit.  “To” is not a preposition when used this way.
· Interjection-a word or phrase used to express emotion.  Ex. Hey, how do you like my automatic scanner?

· Irrelevant-off the subject; not needed.
· Modifier-a word or group of words that limit the meaning of another word; describes. Adjectives and adverbs are modifiers.  Ex.  She is truly excited.  (Truly is an adverb modifying the work excited)  Ex.  Mark is an excellent student.  (Excellent is an adjective modifying student).

· Noun-person, place, thing, or an idea.

· Predicate adjective-an adjective that follows a linking verb and describes the verb’s subject.  Ex.  Ann was brave.  (Brave is a predicate adjective modifying Ann.)

· Preposition-a word that shows a relationship between a noun or pronoun and some other word in the sentence.  The most common prepositions are the following: in, on, to, for, from, with, at, of, about, and by.

· Pronoun/noun antecedent agreement-agreement in number and case between a pronoun and its antecedent.  Ex.  Mary and Susie saw their cousins over the holiday.  The pronoun “their” is plural.  It agrees with the nouns “Mary and Susie.”

· Semicolon-punctuation mark that separates two independent clauses in a sentence.  Ex.  Gertrude was unhappy about her grades; she will try harder this grading period.
· Simple predicate-the verb or verbs in a sentence.  Ex.  The baby cried and screamed all night.  (The simple predicate is “cried” and “screamed.”)
· Subject personal pronouns-he, she, it, they, we, I, and you (These are the only personal pronouns that can be used for the subject of a sentence. 
· Subject/verb agreement-agreement in number between a subject and a verb.  If the subject is singular, the verb is singular.  If the subject is plural, the verb is plural.  Ex.  Harriet runs very fast.    Susie and Harriet run very fast.

· Subordinate clause-another name for dependent clause.  This type of clause can not stand alone as a complete thought.  Ex: Unless we have enough money.
· Tense (verb)

· Simple tenses:  present-jump; past-jumped; future-will jump

· Perfect tenses:  present perfect-has or have jumped; past perfect-had jumped; future perfect-will have jumped  *NOTE* These verbs have a helping verb with them.
· Types of sentences

· Declarative-makes a statement and ends with a period.

· Interrogative - asks a question and ends with a question mark.

· Exclamatory - shows strong feeling and ends with an exclamation mark

· Imperative - tells or asks someone to do something and usually ends with a period.

· Verb forms-every verb has four basic forms called its principal parts.
· Present-sail; present participle-is sailing (always ends with “ing”); past-sailed, past participle-has sailed
