· Expository writing is writing that analyzes or explains a topic.  It is meant to inform the reader by using facts and statistical information.  

· Expository writing is factual and is usually written in third person.  It uses specific details and examples to support the validity of the author’s viewpoint.

· Expository writing is one of the most formulaic kinds of writing, that is, certain traditional standards are used to write and assess it:

· The main idea is clearly stated or implied

· The main idea is developed and supported by essential facts.

· The facts are presented in a clear, orderly way.

· The presentation is directed toward a specific audience.
