(Example:  ____________ I saw her at the bus stop.  I hope she didn’t see me.) What point of view is this?

*Be able to rewrite a situation in the different points of view.

Example:  The situation is Mary gave her mother a gift for her birthday.  Mary’s brother didn’t buy a gift for his mother.

1st person:  I bought a beautiful gift for my dear mother for her birthday.  I hope my brother doesn’t think I will share it with him since he forgot to buy her one.

3rd Objective:  Mary gave her mother a gift for her birthday.  Mary’s brother didn’t buy a gift for his mother.

3rd Limited:  Mary gave her mother a gift for her birthday.  Mary’s brother felt awful because he forgot to buy a gift for his mother.
3rd Omniscient:  Mary felt proud to give her mother a gift for her birthday.    Mary’s brother felt awful because he forgot to buy his mother a gift.
*Be able to take sentences written in direct characterization and change them to indirect.

Example:  Maurice is very shy. (direct characterization)
Indirect:  Maurice hides behind the door every time someone walks in the room.
