8. About 1,970 feet of sand and debris separated the bow from the stern of the wreck.
9. Only forty feet of mud encased the jaggedly ripped stern of the ship.

10. The scientists saw the port anchor, which was totally encrusted with rust.

11. Millions of little worms had eaten huge portions of the wooden deck.

12. Great gaping holes replaced the funnels, which had been torn off as the ship sank.

13. Ballard’s sub entered the bow section and traveled down three deck levels.

14.  The National Geographic Society produced a documentary about the Titanic.
