Direct Object Notes

DIRECT OBJECT – tells what or whom receives the action.   It is always a noun or pronoun.  It MUST HAVE AN ACTION VERB!!!

· The subject is doing the action, the verb is the action, and the subject is doing

the action to the direct object (DO)

***To find the direct object in a sentence, follow these steps:

1. Find the verb

2. Ask “What?” or “Whom?” AFTER the verb

3. The answer is the direct object (DO)

Example:  Susie ate the pizza.

1. Find verb  - ate
2. Ate what? – pizza
3. “pizza” is the direct object
Take note:

· Not every sentence has a direct object

· A verb that has a direct object is called transitive

· A verb without a direct object is called intransitive

· A DIRECT OBJECT DOES NOT COME IN A PREPOSITIONAL 

PHRASE!!!!

· The subject and the direct object are totally different nouns or pronouns

DIAGRAMMING Direct Objects


The line between the action verb and the direct object must be straight, 


perpendicular to the main line, and must not go through the main line.
